Mongol Rulers: Chronology

Founding:
Genghis Khan unites the Mongol tribes and conquers vast amounts of land. 1206-1227

Post-Genghis: The empire splits into three main areas, each ruled by different Mongol leaders.
· East Asia:  

Ogedei Khan, 1229-1241

Mangu Khan, 1251-1259

Yuan Dynasty: Kublai Khan rules and claims to be the Great Khan, meaning that he was the ruler of all of the Mongol provinces.  The Mongol rulers in Persia and Russia ignore him and continue to self-govern.  He gradually adopts Chinese culture and customs and brings prosperity to China.  1260-1294

Il-Khans, 1250s-1340s


Mongol rulers in Persia are known as Il-Khans.  After ruthlessly conquering 

Persia, descendents of those invaders converted to Islam and declared it the official religion of the empire.

· Post-Genghis in Russia

Mongol rulers in Russia are known as the Golden Horde.  They allow the Russians to run their own affairs as long as the Russians pay them money.  They also gradually lose their Mongol culture, although the descendents of the Mongol invaders stay at the top of the social hierarchy. 1230s - late 1400s

Fall:
· Yuan (China)
The Yuan were overthrown by a Chinese dynasty, the Ming.

· Il-Khans (Persia)
The Il-Khans fell because of internal fighting.  When they collapsed, power went to local Persian dynasties. 

· Golden Horde (Russia)
The Golden Horde falls because of the Black Plague, civil war, and invasions.
